What is The Christ Church Legacy Society?  A group of people who have remembered Christ Church in their will, life insurance policy, IRA or other related legal or financial instrument.

How do I become a member?  By including Christ Church in one of the documents mentioned above, filling out an enrollment form, and submitting it to the parish office.  You do not have to reveal the size of your remembrance – just the fact that you have remembered the parish.

Do I need to give a minimum amount?  No.  Any amount will qualify you as a member of The Legacy Society.
How can I get more information on the types of giving available to me?

Your own legal counsel can direct you specifically.  The rector can help direct you to resources. 

What if I have a will and want to modify it?  You can obtain a simple Codicil form from The Legacy Society Committee, and/or contact your attorney.

Can I remain anonymous and still be a member of The Legacy Society?  Yes, we will list you as an anonymous donor in any publications or recognition documents.  We will invite you to all the recognition events.

If I have already remembered Christ Church in some manner that qualifies me to be a member of The Legacy Society, what should I do?  Fill out an Enrollment Form and return it to the parish office.

What are the benefits of being a Legacy Society member?   Members of The Legacy Society know that they have looked beyond this life and made provision for the continuing financial support of their Christian community.  They have “planted a shade tree under which they know full well they will never sit.”

The Christ Church Legacy Society represents the desire of concerned Christians to continue their stewardship.  Most active Christians have given regularly during their lifetimes, of God’s gifts for the extension of His Kingdom, and those gifts represent their grateful response to God’s goodness.

It is entirely appropriate that such faithful stewardship continue as a witness to what has been important to them, and the endowment represents an opportunity for that to happen.

What is the difference between the church’s Memorial Fund and the Legacy Fund?  

The Memorial Fund is:
· NOT an endowment;  the principal is spent.  

· Never used for operating or maintenance purposes.

· Used to purchase physical THINGS (altar hangings, Prayer Books, Hymnals, etc.)
The Legacy Society Fund is:

· An endowment;  the principal is not touched.

· Is used for supporting and assisting the operating, maintenance, and program needs of the church, thereby ensuring the future vitality of Christ Church.
